E.g. Adult: (gently taps child on shoulder)  “Tianna, put your shoes on please” 

	GET THEIR ATTENTION:

	· Make sure children are looking at you before you give out instructions.
· It helps to signal instructions in some way by saying a rhyme, using actions or a catchphrase.

· Use short sentences with simple grammar.

· Use vocabulary which is easy to understand.

· Stress important (key) words.

· Using objects/pictures/gestures will make it easier to understand and remember.

· Check for understanding by asking the children what they have to do or watching to see that they do it correctly.

· If you make children wait too long before carrying out an instruction they will forget so let them carry out instructions straight away.
