
Pizza face recipe card 
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Cut the cob in half (one half each) 

 
Key words:  ‘cutting’  ‘ cob’  ‘knife’ 
 
Try:   
Commenting on what you or your child 
is doing e.g.: ‘cutting the cob!’ 
 
When you get right down to your 
child’s level you are looking at each 
other then its easier for your child to 
listen and understand 
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Spread the tomato paste on the cob 

 
Keywords:  ‘spreading’  ‘tomato’  ‘paste’   
 
Try:   
Repeating the words while you and your 
child are  doing the actions. 
 
Praising your child’s skills e.g.: ‘good 
spreading!’ 
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Sprinkle the cheese on top 

 
Keywords:  ‘sprinkle’  ‘cheese’  ‘more’   
‘on’ 
 
Try: 
Commenting on what your child is doing  
eg: ‘more cheese’  ‘sprinkle sprinkle’  ‘ 
cheese on’ 
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Put on the eyes, nose, mouth, hair and 

ears 

 
Keywords:  ‘face’  ‘eyes’  ‘nose’  
                     ‘pepper’  ‘carrot’ etc..    
Try: 
Giving your child lots of time and letting 
them lead – watching what your child 
chooses, waiting for them to have their 
own ideas, listen to what they have to 
say... then reply. 
 
Remember to comment on what’s 
happening rather than asking lots of 
questions.
